The din-

ner was a great success, with an array of cui-

sines from all over the  world and most impor-

tantly, a large amount of money was raised for 

the shelter boxes. 

Other fundraisers have included auctions, fine 

sessions and an upcoming trivia night in    

Beaufort  being organized by  the inbound stu-

dent there,Charlotte. There will be a display at 

conference with more details about our involve-

ment in the project.

How are you finding the language 
and being able to communicate with 
people?  

I have been going to a language course for 
three weeks which has made me able to 
pick up words from a conversation. My 
host family speaks English and most    
people I have met do too. This has been a 
great help as I didnôt have any formal  
German lessons before going on my ex-
change. I can answer basic questions in 
German but if I canôt explain anything in 
any detail, I resort to English at the mo-
ment.

I have been on a Rotary tour to the Harz, 
Goslar and the Volkswagen Museum. I 
have also been GoKarting in Lubeck. I 
have a tour coming up which is an In-
bound/Outbound meeting.  

 

What are you finding most different 
between Germany and Australia?  

The cold is the most different thing, so I 
have to always remember my jacket and 
gloves or I freeze. The snow is nice but the 
slush of the roads in annoying. 

What have you enjoyed most so far 
in your time there?  

The most enjoyable thing so far has been 
walking around the streets of Goslar and 
climbing a church bell tower for a very 
nice view. 

 

What is one thing you wish you had 
been told before you arrived in Ger-
many?  

To have a warm water proof jacket suit-
able for temperatures below zero. I am 
currently using one of my host familyôs 
but it is slightly too big.  

Where are you living in Germany 
and what are your initial               
impressions?  

I am living in the north of Germany, in 
the state of Schleswig-Holstein , in the 
city of Kiel. My first impressions of     
Germany apart from the slight cold, was 
how much of a patch work of cities, in-
dustry, Autobahns, farms and villages it 
was. Another strange sight was the wind-
mills. In Germany itôs not uncommon to 
have only one or two windmills in an area 
while in Australia we have them in large 
groups. 

 

How are you finding school? In 
what ways is it different to here?  

I havenôt been to my school in Germany 
yet. I will though in a few weeks. I have 
been to 2 other schools though. It doesnôt 
seem that different. School days vary in 
length and homework is set each day to 
be handed in the next. It starts at quarter 
to eight which makes arriving and     
starting class in the dark the norm.  

 

Have you been to any Rotary events 
yet, and if so what were they?  

I have been to three meetings so far. No 
other events. It is a formal occasion.   
Rotary in Germany is a male organization 
but they do have inner wheel clubs for 
women. Rotary members are usually 
business men, professors, doctors. Well 
that might be just the impression I got.
